ASMC Member Continuing Education Award Program
Objective
To provide financial assistance to aid local ASMC San Diego Chapter members in continuing educational programs and endeavors.

Award Criteria

Applicant must be a member or corporate member designee in good standing with ASMC San Diego Chapter.  Applicant must have been a member for at least two full consecutive years prior to the submission date. 
Applicant must taking course subjects directly related to resource management field of study relating to military comptrollership, i.e., business administration, economics, public administration, accounting, auditing, etc.
Applicant’s justification of desired educational outcome will be the key factor in the selection.
Applicant must have one (1) letter of recommendation from one of the following, (1) Organization Commanding Officer or Director, (2) Organizational Manager, Personnel Training Officer or Supervisor and (3) Academic Institution Official.
 No applicant will be permitted to be an award recipient more than once a year and no more than four total years. 
Submission Requirements

Nominations must be submitted on the official ASMC Member’s Continuing Education Program form and completed in its entirety.
Award Selection Procedures

The ASMC Board of Directors will review all applications received and make the final selection of the award winner(s).  The applicant selected will be notified in writing and/or e-mail.  Selection will be based on individual merit and other criteria outlined above. 
Recognition

ASMC San Diego Chapter will provide up to four (4) grants, valued at $500 each, awarded annually:  2 each for the Spring and Fall semesters.  Notification of course enrollment will be required before disbursement is made to the winner.  Grants will be presented to the ASMC member by the Chapter President or Secretary.  The recipient(s) may be publicized at meetings, in newsletters and in the Armed Forces Comptroller.
Deadline

The ASMC San Diego Chapter must receive applications no later than March 1st, for the current Spring semester, to be considered by the selection panel.  If the due date falls on a weekend or federal holiday, the deadline will be the next business day.  No faxed or e-mailed applications will be accepted.  No exceptions to this deadline will be allowed without Board approval.
