National.  You’re welcome to take photos for submission to ASMC Headquarters for possible inclusion in the “Worldwide Chapter News” section of the Armed Forces Comptroller.  Hints:

· As space is limited, group photos are suggested because more members and guests can be featured in the magazine.
· Each photo must be numbered, with a full caption that includes chapter name, the full name of each individual in the picture (from left to right), and a detailed description of scene of the photograph (e.g. ‘PDI 2006’).
· Photos must be of reproduction quality – they must be color photos that are in focus, and should be well lighted and thoughtfully composed.  Also, ensure the camera’s date function has been turned off.

· The photograph must be timely.

· The photograph can be submitted either electronically or on a disk; either way, it must be 4x6 and 300 dpi resolution.  
· The photograph cannot be embedded in an application, such as Microsoft Word.  Use a .jpg file format.  

Certified Defense Financial Management (CDFM) Certification
Information about test preparation and taking the test for CDFM certification is available at National’s website (click on “certification”).  Also, in November 2006, the one-week long DoD Enhanced Defense Financial Management Training Class will be taught in San Diego.
Attendees should be ASMC members who have attended previous training (EDFMTC is preferred). This class is geared for those who desire one last training session before taking the certification examination.  As no training materials are provided, it is expected enrollees provide their own current textbook, as well as purchasing and completing at least one CDFM examination within 30 days of completing the training.  The POC is John Bunnell (bunnell@asmconline.org); interested Chapters must apply to ASMC Headquarters no later than October 30, 2006.
